Challenging the function of traditional art and the depiction of the ideal human form Ambrice Miller’s exhibition “Portraits of a Race” explores both the role and psychological relationship of art with its viewers through channels of race, religion and ethnic identity.
Works in “Portraits of a Race” adulterate both traditional religious art and biblical stories by examining their place in the context of modern culture. Instead of images that glorify the human form Miller’s paintings present images of her perceived reality of the human condition: broken, maimed and corrupt. By depicting these realities through the deconstruction of form Miller questions the validity that humans were created in the ideal image of God and therefore should be depicted as ideal as seen in many religious works.
“Portraits of a Race” will also include works created by Miller during an artist residency in Mooste, Estonia earlier this year. Chosen for it’s lack of diversity and religious affiliation, while in Estonia Miller created a series of portraits based on those she encountered. Each portrait captures her perception and inevitable psychological projection onto each sitter rendering them either severely distorted or highly idealized.. In the process Miller creates “self-reflective portraits” in which the artist is just as much of the subject as the sitter himself. 
After receiving her BA in Studio Art from Davidson College in North Carolina, Miller has since exhibited her work in numerous group and solo exhibitions in America and Europe as well as participated in artist residencies around the world. She will also be exhibiting work in China later this year.
